Step 2 — Strut Tower Mounting Identification

(@) Ensure the vehicle is parked on a
level surface before proceeding.

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Step 3 — Remove Nuts from Strut Tower

o Using a 14mm socket and ratchet, remove the three strut tower nuts on both driver and passenger
sides.

Nuts removed as shown
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Step 4 — Front Strut Tower Bar Installation

Place FSTB as shown. Make sure the mounting brackets are in the correct location as shown on
both strut towers.

Install FSTB using the provided 14mm flange nuts. Torque nuts to 37-43 ft. Ibs.

@ Two studs are used to mount each end of the strut tower bar. The yellow arrow shows the location
of the third unused stud. Add the provided flange nuts on these studs as well. This will complete
the updated look.
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Step 5 — Tighten Strut Tower Bar Bolt

e Holding the circled bolt in place with
an 8mm allen key, torque the 14mm
nut to 23-28 ft. Ibs. Repeat step on
the passenger side.

e The fully installed FSTB is shown. Re-torque the nuts after a few miles of driving and enjoy!

the CorkSport Performance Front
